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Frequently Asked Questions

. What can | expect for the season? You can register online (ArcheryTag.com), or in person, at our Registra-

tion/Clinic event prior to the start of the League. The clinic will explain the game rules and shooting tips
(at no charge). Shortly after that, a coach will contact you to give you a schedule of the season. Matches
will be once per week (please check online what night your league plays on). Typically matches start at
6:00pm and end at 8:30pm.

. Isit safe? Yes. Since the creation of the Archery Tag® brand almost ten years ago, we have seen millions of

people around the globe (1,800 locations in 66 countries) who enjoy shooting our bows and arrows. We
have NEVER had to file an insurance claim for any injuries, and have never been named in a lawsuit.

. What does the average game look like? Players will play in our arena in a 4 on 4 match. A match will

consist of 3 periods, 7 minutes long, with a 3 minute break in between each period. A referee will be scor-
ing the match based on hits, catches, and penalties. Players are not eliminated for being hit, they continue
in the match.

. What are the times of the games? Typically matches start at 6:00pm and end at 8:30pm. The times may

vary depending on how many players register. Matches will be in 30 minute time slots. Once the teams
are formed, a coach will be in contact with you to give you the official schedule.

. Will there be age divisions? There are three types of leagues. JUNIOR (4th & 5th Grades. Ages 9-11),

YOUTH (6th-12th Grades. Ages 11-18) and ADULT (Ages 18 and older) be sure to sign up for the appropriate
league depending on the player’s age.

Is this a co-ed sport? Yes.

. Are there practices? There will not be any organized practices. However, our facility is available to the

public every Friday evening from 6 pm to 10 pm for open play. ($15 per person for the evening) Everyone
is welcome to come in and play to get more experience.

8. Do | get guaranteed playing time? Yes! We play 4 on 4. With teams mostly of 5 or 6 players, everyone
should be able to play at least 2 of the 3 periods.
9. Do we need to purchase any equipment? No. Everything needed to play (including masks) will be

provided, however we will have official equipment (bows, arrows, & masks) available for purchase. No
off-brand equipment (non Archery Tag®) is allowed.

Is there an end of league final? Yes. All teams will play in the finals.
How are you handling COVID-19 concerns? All equipment will be sanitized between games. Only play-

ers, coaches, and referees will be allowed into the arena. Spectators will be able to watch the games
through the windows of the Event Center. There is plenty of room to maintain social distancing.
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
